About Spark

Spark is the new Sunday school offering from Augsburg Fortress. Here are a few main features:

· Spark Sunday school gives congregations content to teach Bible stories and activate faith in kids using a variety of age-appropriate, engaging methods.

· Spark Sunday school offers content for teaching Sunday school through a variety of approaches. Spark Classroom follows the traditional scope and sequence of Old Testament stories in the fall and New Testament stories in the spring. Spark Lectionary follows the Revised Common Lectionary so that each week kids focus on a story that they will hear during worship.

· Spark supports CE directors, Sunday school teachers, and other volunteers by offering leader materials that are easy to use and that support quick prep.

· Spark Sunday school curriculum focuses on Bible story teaching through two Bibles developed specifically for this program: the Spark Story Bible for two-year-olds through second graders and the Spark Bible (NRSV translation) for third through sixth graders.

About Art Extras
Art is fun, expressive, and a great way to expand upon a Bible story, reinforce learning, and encourage kids’ creativity. Art Extras are 15-minute downloadable activities that teachers or CE directors can print off and use in addition to the core 45-minute lesson. Art Extras include (but are not limited to) wearable art (necklaces, bracelets, pins), gifts for family or friends, decorations  (frames, crosses, magnets), and Bible projects (bookmarks, book covers).

Art Extras are provided for all five grade levels of Spark: Ages 2-3, PreK-K, Grades 1-2, Grades 3-4, and Grades 5-6. Each activity needs to be unique and age-appropriate.

· Make sure you describe activities that include low-cost materials.
· Art Extras have a clear connection to the Bible story.

· Art Extras take 15 minutes for kids to complete.

· Art Extras are age-appropriate, taking into account development in fine-motor skills, interests, and mediums.
· If you’re stumped with writing this content, go back to the story! There is bound to be a word or phrase, an image, or a Bible time fact that will spark some inspiration.

· The best way to get an idea for Art Extras is to see what’s been created already. Read the sample closely!
